Approval of Minutes:  Minutes were approved

Officers’ Report:  President – Referred to later issues
Treasurer – Presented new updated budget.  Carnival made $5033.36.  
Book Fair earned points rather than money.  In reviewing the budget, the only remaining expenses for the year are the Teacher Appreciation lunch, first and second grade t-shirts, workroom cut outs and the teacher’s technology gifts.  We are hold about $175 for Character Ed from the grams sales.  Rather than carry over the large amount of funds as in the past, we will carry over on about $5,000 and use the rest for school needs.
Principal’s Report: Vin reported that the building is moving along well and weekly meetings with the contractors are being held.  He noted the great work on the gardens by the classes for Earth Day.
Committee Reports:  
Book Fair – Media/Literacy Teams are handling the FRN.  PTO will only be handling the book sales.  The books did not arrive early as expected and Wendy will as Shannon about this.
Teacher Appreciation is tomorrow at 2:30.  Christina and Theresa have plans in order.
Unfinished Business:  Technology gifts for grades – most teachers were in agreement with this in lieu of personal gifts (which really can not be provided under IRS regs).
Workroom Cut-outs – Wendy will order this week.  They should cost about $350.

First grade shirts – looks like they will run about $5.00 each

Entertainment Cards – Very few sold so far.  We will extend sales until FRN.

New Business: Second grade t-shirts – second grade team also asked the PTO for money to purchase t-shirts and/or a slide for end of year party.  They need 80shirts and we would recommend they combine the purchase with first grade for the best price.  Again it was reiterated that PTO would rather support school wide efforts rather than grade specific events.  It was agreed that we will provide the funds this year.  It was motioned, second and approved to provide $400 for the t-shirts.
Next years board remains mostly the same.  Deb Karst will move to treasurer and Theresa will carry on as VP.  Paula has someone interested in Volunteer coordinator and Wendy will speak with her further about the role.

School Check in Software – Cristina has researched this already.  It was decided that this would be a big help overall since it also tracks volunteer hours.  Vin stated that there will be 2 computers coming available that could be used in the office.  We will review Cristina’s research and discuss further.  The cost is very reasonable.
Other Business: Corporate Info has been filed.

Tax exempt status – application has been filed.  Deb and Amy are finishing the narrative.  We don’t expect to know more for about 6 months.
